Seetoo Dah-hsian receives the Zhongni Prize

Seetoo Dah-hsian( =] f # & ), a
professor of Department of Busi-
ness Administration, received
Zhongni Prize at the National
Chengchi University (NCCU) on
Oct. 3.

Zhongni Prize is launched by
Lee Swee-huat ( Z2%%E ), a profes-
sor for NCCU’s international MBA
program, in May. He hoped that
the award would become a sym-
bol of teaching: When it comes to
Zhongni Prize, people would think
more about teaching.

Seetoo studied business admin-
istration at NCCU and finished his
PhD at Northwestern University.
His specialties are Strategic Man-
agement Organization Theory and
Management Problem Solving and
Decision Making.

“It is always difficult to judge
the quality of teaching and there
are so many excellent teachers
at NCCU,” Seetoo said. “Due to
my 40 years teaching experience,
maybe my age is not controversial
to get this prize.”

British Minister of State in the
Department for International
TradeGreg Hands said that the
U.K. is actually seeking more
opportunities in the world after it
leaves the EUduring his speech
at National Chengchi University
(NCCU) on Sept. 26.

“We are not leaving the Eu-
rope, we are re-joining the rest of
the world,” Hands said.

Hands was commissioned as
the minister of state in the De-
partment for International Trade
on July 15, three weeks after the
U.K. voted to leave the EU.

Hands emphasized that the
U.K. is supported by super fast
broadband coverage, an integrated
transport system and low corpora-
tion tax.

Hands said.

Hands also encouraged stu-
dents that they don’t need to be-
come too worried about knowing
or not knowing about what they
want to be just yet.

Hands felt happy about the
U.K. and Taiwan have always
enjoyed a very productive and
prosperous economic and cultural
relationship.

“I want this to be deepened
and continue for many years to
come,” Hands said.

International students finish their check-in process at NCCU

More than 300 students from
different countries finished their
check-in process for the new se-
mester at National Chengchi Uni-
versity (NCCU) via the one-stop-
service by Office of International
Cooperation (OIC) on Sept. 7.

“This is the first time for us to
gather all units together and we
hope that would help all students
feel comfortable when they just
enter a new school,” said Chen
Mei-fen ( B 3% %5 ), the dean of
OlIC.

In the past, international stu-
dents had to go to the National
Immigration Agency (NIA) to ap-
ply an Alien Resident Certificate
but the OIC invited the staff of
NIA to NCCU and help students
apply directly on campus to save
their time.

OIC also invited different tele-
com and insurance companies to
school for students’ convenience.

“In our experience, a lot of
students forgot to copy some
documents or did not know how

to fill some application and had
to go to their office many times
to finish all process,” said staff of
OIC Frank Chang ( 5&#I#% ) who
coordinated the service plan this
year. “That is why we try to put
all units together at one place and
prepare some copy machines and
printers to help them to complete
their documents.”

Elder local and international
students also organized a volun-
teer team to help new comers to
answer their questions about the
check-in process and introduce
the campus.

“| feel the one-stop-service is
very good for me,” said the Inter-
national Doc-
toral Program
in Asia-Pacific
Studies’ Ma-
moj Kumar
Poniarah from
India. “l am
afraid of the
new life in
Taiwan as my
Chinese is
so poor but |
am so glad to

know that the university will help
me a lot from the first day.”

International Master's Program
in Asia-Pacific Studies’ Orgil
Dugersuren from Mongolian also
felt comfortable for the services
offered by OIC.

“Thank you for all of you as
you are so nice and enthusiastic
to help me,” Dugersuren said. “I
really got a lot of useful informa-
tion such as how to involve the
campus life more.”

According to OIC, there are
170 degree students from 48
countries and 189 exchange stu-
dents from 28 countries this se-
mester.
