Chow (F&77—) said that he was

Chen is the co-founder of

IMPCT, which won the Hult
Prize. She has funds to perform
the project of education in El
Salvador. Hult prize focuses on
solving social issues around the
world with social enterprises by
granting prize to the winning
team which provides the best
solution. Chen’s team sets up a
platform of education investment,
IMPCT, to raise fund from en-
terprises and then assist schools
in remorse areas of Central and
South America.

Fan is the CEO and co-found-
er of the website, TK Broadcast-
ing Co., Ltd, which sells Turkish
products and introduces Turkish
culture. The website plays a sig-
nificant role of connecting Taiwan
with Turkey since it is the first
website which thoroughly intro-
duces Turkish culture.

NCCU students help children in India

National Chengchi University
(NCCU) students formed “In-
dear,” a volunteer group organized
by the Service and Communicat-
ing between Taiwan and India
Club (BEIRFSATATL), and went
to India to do education services
between July 16 and Aug. 6.

“We hope that we can help
build children’s skills, trust and
curiosity about the world,” said
Jane Liu (#I4EE), a senior of the
Department of European Lan-
guages and Culture and the leader
of the Indear.

Indear chose to go to Kare
School in Hyderabad, India, be-
cause Kare School has the same
goal with Indear, which is offer-
ing free education for the poor to
make students’s life better. This
was the fourth time for them to do
education services such as math,
English, and culture exchanging
in India. Indear members were
divided into seven groups to teach
seventh-grade-students, who
are children from
twelve to thirteen
years old.

Most students
at Kare School are
the first generation
in their families to
have the chance to
be educated. When
these students
graduate from el-
ementary schools
and go back home,
their families can
only speak Indian or Telugus,
the official language in Hyder-

abad now that they have never
attended schools. That also made
it difficult for students to keep
learning because of the education
cap there. This is the reason why
Kare School offers free educa-
tion to those who have finished
elementary schools but could not
afford further education.

NCCU volunteers’ responsibil-
ities at Kare were math and arts,
Liu said. But teaching English
was also one of the courses they
needed to deal with because most
students at Kare could not speak
English, although it is one of In-
dia’s official languages.

In addition to hardcore cours-
es, NCCU volunteers also spent
some time helping those students
build or reconstruct their relation-
ships with their families, she said.

Lai Wei-li (#8R(), who is a
law junior, took the responsibility
to teach students math.

“We spared time for home
visits to understand students’ fam-
ily backgrounds and meet their
needs,” Lai said.
