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NCCU president’s Japan trip triggers more communlcatlons with counterparts

National Chengchi University
(NCCU) President Edward Chow
(F17—) sought more commu-
nications and cooperation with
Nagoya University of Commerce
and Business (NUCB) during his
trip to six universities in Japan
between March 28 and April 6.

Those six universities are
University of Toyko, Waseda
University, Nihon University, Hi-
totsubashi University, University
of Tsukuba and NTCB.

At NUCB, a university that
would invite college presidents
from different schools around the
world to attend its matriculation

“It is an opportunity for me to
learn from students here,” Moy
said.

As a U.S. diplomat, he spared
half an hour to chat with students
from NCCU’s Department of Di-
plomacy prior to his speech. Moy
said that he enjoyed sharing with
students because they are the fu-
ture.

Jeremy Chiang (CI{##1), junior
from Department of Diplomacy,
said that interactions between AIT
and Taiwanese students should
mean something to Americans,
that they could learn more about
Taiwan from younger Taiwanese
people, while Taiwan is undergo-
ing a deep structural change and
that “self-identity” issue is “slight-
ly different” than what it was be-

dents, Chow made his first trip
to the campus and delivered a
speech there.

“l hope that you would take
advantage of the programs and
courses that NCCU offers while
you are studying in Taiwan in the
near future, because they may be
supportive to whatever you have
learned here in Nagoya,” Chow
said to Japanese students.

Chow encouraged Japanese
students to participate in ex-
change programs with NCCU
that they may have chances to
study in Taiwan, while NCCU
offers several graduate and PhD
programs in different fields, such
as Asia-Pacific Studies, MBA,
Applied Economics and Social
Development. In the meantime,

Moy said that Taiwan’s democ-
racy, economic development and
freedom of speech are great lega-
cies which are enjoyed by people
here. With these core values and
interests, the future of Taiwan-U.S.
relation would grow stronger and
intertwined.

Also, Moy encouraged students
who are interested in being diplo-
mats to learn more about their own
country.

“Because | represent my coun-
try, | should be able to answer
the questions about where | came
from, our own history,” he said.

Moy also encouraged NCCU
students to apply for internship
opportunities at the AIT. He said
it would be a great opportunity
for students to learn more about
international affairs but also a
showcase of cordial Taiwan-U.S.
relation.

Lee Ming (2257), dean of Col-
lege of International Affairs, said
that Moy is a very good diplomat
for his easygoing, passionate and
informative personality.

“I think what we can learn
from Moy’s speech is that he said
younger generations of Taiwan in-
herit good legacies,” Lee said.

NCCU also offers language pro-
grams at its language center, for
those who want to study Chinese,
he said.

EQUIS is a school accredita-
tion system under the European
Foundation for Management
Development (EFMD). It is re-
garded as one of the three major
organizations- AACSB, EQUIS
and Association of MBAs.

EQUIS has accredited 164

schools across the world.
